1 Scope and general requirements
Paper length 
· 6 – 8 pages (references included)
Language
· English (UK preferred)
· Authors are responsible for language quality
Originality and ethics 
· The paper must not be previously published or under review elsewhere
· All authors must be properly listed
· Ethical standards must be respected
· The use of AI tools must be transparently disclosed. Authors remain fully responsible for the accuracy, originality, and integrity of the content. AI tools must not be listed as authors. Any AI-assisted or AI-generated content must be critically reviewed and verified by the authors
· If applicable, include a short “Use of AI tools” statement at the end of the manuscript
Publication opportunities and types of submissions
· The conference accepts 
· abstracts (for presentation only) 
· full papers (published in the conference proceedings)
· Authors submitting a full paper are also required to submit a separate abstract
· Selected full papers may be invited for submission of extended versions to partner journals
· Extended manuscripts must contain substantial new material beyond the conference paper and will undergo a separate peer review process in accordance with the journal’s editorial policy. An invitation to submit does not guarantee acceptance for publication

3 Structure of the paper
Front matter
· Title
· Author(s) and affiliation(s)
· Abstract (150–250 words, single paragraph)
· Keywords (4–6)
Main text 
· Introduction
· Background / Literature review
· Methodology
· Results
· Discussion
· Conclusion
(Sections may be combined where appropriate)
Back matter
· Acknowledgements (optional)
· Use of AI tools statement (if applicable)
· References (mandatory)
4 Content requirements
The manuscript must clearly present:
· research objective
· methodology (reproducible)
· results
· scientific or professional contribution
Results must be interpreted and discussed in relation to existing research. Limitations and future work should be stated.
5 Formatting guidelines
Authors must strictly use the provided template. Do not modify predefined styles.
General layout
· Format: A4
· Margins: 2.5 cm
· Font: Times New Roman
· Line spacing: single
· Text alignment: justified
Font sizes
· Body text: 12 pt
· Abstract, keywords, acknowledgements, references: 11 pt
· Figure/Table captions: 10 pt
Headings
· Numbered manually (1, 1.1, 1.1.1)
Additional rules
· Use SI units
· Define abbreviations at first use
· Avoid footnotes
6 Figures, tables and equations 
All graphical content is treated as a Figure, including graphs, charts, diagrams, schemes, and photographs.
Figures
· Numbered consecutively (Figure 1, Figure 2…)
· Caption below
· Source below (if applicable. Otherwise, indicate: “Made by authors”) 
· Minimum resolution: 300 dpi
Tables
· Numbered consecutively (Table 1, Table 2…)
· Title above
· Source below (if applicable. Otherwise, indicate: “Made by authors”)
Equations
· Created using Equation Editor
· Numbered consecutively
All figures and tables must be referenced in the text.
7 References 
General principle
Authors may use a recognised referencing style (e.g. APA, Harvard, IEEE or similar). However, only one referencing style must be used consistently throughout the entire manuscript. Mixing different referencing styles within one manuscript is not permitted.
Citation in text
· In-text citations must follow the selected referencing style and be applied consistently
Reference list
· References must be listed in alphabetical order (if applicable to the chosen style)
· Only sources cited in the text may be included
· All references must be complete and consistent
Consistency requirement
All references must follow the same format in terms of:
· Author names
· Year formatting
· Titles
· Journal/book formatting
· Use of italics, punctuation, and abbreviations
8 Review process
All submissions undergo single-blinded peer review by at least two reviewers. Possible decisions:
· Accept
· Accept with minor revisions
· Accept with major revisions
· Reject
9 Final checklist (before submission)
Ensure that:
· The paper follows the template 
· The title, abstract, and keywords are clear and consistent 
· The contribution is explicit 
· The methodology is reproducible 
· Results are clearly presented and discussed 
· Language is correct and professional 
· References are complete and consistent
